Agencies of the Southern Baptist Convention created charters in an effort to establish
their authority, purpose, organizational structure, and governmental requirements. From
1907 — 1928, several agencies drafted charters, including the Baptist Bible Institute,
Foreign Mission Board, Home Mission Board, Relief and Annuity Board, Southern
Baptist Assembly, Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary, and Sunday School
Board. In 1928, the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary amended its 1877 charter.

Scope and Content Note

The Southern Baptist Convention Agency Charters (1907 — 1928) contains eight folders.
The collection includes copies of the following agency charters: Baptist Bible Institute,
Foreign Mission Board, Home Mission Board, Relief and Annuity Board, Southern
Baptist Assembly, Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary, Sunday School Board,
and Southern Baptist Theological Seminary’s amended charter. The collection is
arranged in alphabetical order by folder title.
