Biographical Sketch

Dr. James Gregory Merritt (born in 1952) is a native of Gainesville, Georgia. He is married to
Teresa York and is the father of James Gregory, Jr. (born August 13, 1979), Jonathan Michael
(born August 4, 1982), and Joshua Lee (born December 26, 1985). He accepted Jesus Christ as
his personal Lord and Savior at the age of nine, and, in 1974, received his Bachelor’s degree
(Cum Laude) in Accounting from Stetson University in DeLand, Florida. In 1978, Merritt
earned a Masters of Divinity from the Southern Baptist Theological Seminary in Louisville,
Kentucky, and, in 1982, received his Doctorate of Philosophy degree in Evangelism from SBTS.

Following the completion of his educational work at Stetson University and the Southern Baptist
Theological Seminary, Merritt served in a variety of ministerial positions across the South. From
1974 to 1976, he was the Associate Pastor and Minister of Youth at First Baptist Church of
Smyrna, Georgia. He pastored two churches in Kentucky in the 1970s — Macedonia Baptist in
Vanzant, from 1976 to 1979, and Buck Grove Baptist in Ekron, from 1979 to 1983. He served as
the Pastor of Highland Baptist Church in Laurel, Mississippi from 1983 to 1985. He was the
Pastor of First Baptist Church of Snellville, Georgia (also known as the Fellowship of Joy
Baptist Church) from 1985 to 2003. He began service as the Pastor of Cross Point, the Church at
Gwinnett Center in Gwinnett County, Georgia in 2003.

Merritt actively served in various leadership positions for both the Georgia Baptist Convention
and Southern Baptist Convention. He was Chairman of the Committee on Order of Business for
the Georgia Baptist Convention in 1988, and, from 1990 to 1992, he was a member of the
Georgia Baptist Convention Executive Committee. Among his numerous leadership positions
within the Southern Baptist Convention, Merritt was Chairman of the SBC Tellers Committee
(1987), a member of the Resolutions Committee (1989 and 1993), and Chairman of the
Nominations Committee (1990). He joined the SBC Executive Committee as a member in 1991,



served as the committee’s Vice President from 1995 to 1997, and was President from 1997 to
1999. He also was President of the Southern Baptist Convention’s Pastor’s Conference in 1995.

In addition to Convention leadership roles, Merritt was a member of the Board of Directors of
The Christian Index (the state paper for the Georgia Baptist Convention) from 1991 to 1995 and
has served as a member of the Board of Trustees at Liberty University in Lynchburg, Virginia,
since 1991. He is also a member of the Board of Directors for the National Religious
Broadcasters Association, an international organization with more than 1,700 members
committed to promoting the spread of the gospel message throughout the world. Currently,
Merritt is the featured speaker for the Touching Lives nationwide television ministry.

Scope and Content Note

The James Merritt Papers consists of three linear feet of material (448 folders contained in three
record boxes) documenting Merritt’s tenure as President of the Southern Baptist Convention
from 2000 to 2002. The collection is separated into six series which include Correspondence,
Educational Institutions, International Missions, Local, State, and International Southern Baptist
Conventions, Southern Baptist Conventions (2001 — 2002), and Subjects. The collection is
arranged alphabetically by series name and alphabetically within each series.

Prominent individuals contained in the correspondence section of the James Merritt Papers
include several local, state, and national government representatives; United States President and
First Lady George W. and Laura Bush; former United States President Jimmy Carter; several
past Southern Baptist Convention presidents; evangelist Billy Graham and his daughter, Anne
Graham-Lotz; Christian literature author Max Lucado; United States Supreme Court Justices
Anthony M. Kennedy, Sandra Day-O’Conner, Antonin Scalia, and Clarence Thomas; United
States Supreme Court Chief Justice, William Rehnquist; and founder of the Cable News Network
(CNN) and Turner Network Television (TNT), Ted Turner.

Educational institutions contained in the collection include correspondences from various
colleges and universities across the United States and around the world (both Baptist and non-
Baptist). Letters from the six Southern Baptist seminaries (Golden Gate, Midwestern, New
Orleans, Southeastern, Southern, and Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminaries) are a part of
the James Merritt Papers. The collection also includes correspondence from the Georgia
Institute of Technology on the playing of the Budweiser beer song at Georgia Tech games.

Other important portions of the James Merritt Papers include correspondences (largely emails)
from missionaries of the International Mission Board, letters from individuals in foreign
countries to whom Dr. Merritt shared the gospel message on mission trips, and letters to and
from local, state, and international Southern Baptist Conventions. The portion of the collection
that deals with the 2001 and 2002 Southern Baptist Conventions includes committee
appointments, convention sermons, recognition of former SBC presidents, and miscellaneous
materials relative to the structure of the annual Southern Baptist Convention. Prominent subjects
in the Merritt collection (largely correspondence) on current events of interest to Southern
Baptists include abortion, alcoholism, the Baptist Faith and Message (2000), the Boy Scouts of
America, Calvinism, the Cooperative Baptist Fellowship, divorce, gambling, Harry Potter
children’s books, homosexuality, Islam, media programming, school prayer, the September 11,



2001 terrorist attacks on the United States, and women in ministry. The Ethics and Religious
Liberty Commission, LifeWay Christian Resources, and North American Mission Board entities
of the Southern Baptist Convention also constitute significant portions of this section.
